Disclaimer: This data is compiled from the 2000 census data. Since 2000, this data could have changed. The recession has probably affected the numbers. So, take it all with a grain of salt. Also, keep in mind that many of these precincts are grouped with other precincts into the census tracts where the data was collected. The different precincts were averaged together for the total. This might skew the data. For example, if a very poor precinct and a very wealthy precinct are in the same census tract, the data may show greater wealth.
